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Chris Conrad Named Kentucky Logger of the Year 
 

 Chris Conrad with West Star Logging of Sacramento, KY was recently honored as the 2008 Kentucky 
Logger of the Year at the Kentucky Forest Industries Association (KFIA) 44th Annual Meeting in Lexington, 
KY.  Henry Christ from Dunaway Timber Company in Fordsville, KY nominated Conrad for the award.  In 
addition to a plaque recognizing his achievement, a Stihl 044 chainsaw was also given to Mr. Conrad and 
was sponsored by the Kentucky Tree Farm Committee.  Chris operates West Star Logging and harvests 
timber in McLean, Daviess, Christian, Ohio, Hopkins, Muhlenberg and Henderson counties in Kentucky and 
was selected from a large number of candidates from around the state. 
 
 West Star Logging is a 6-person crew with 3 crewmembers certified as Kentucky Master Loggers.  
The Kentucky Master Logger program trains loggers to incorporate proper harvesting techniques, operate 
safely and use best management practices to protect water quality.  Conrad has an excellent working 
relationship with landowners and projects a professional image.  He works hard to keep landowners satisfied 
and often increases property value by seeding and improving access roads after logging.  The damage to the 
residual stand is very minimal which is a major concern for all landowners.  Mr. Conrad strives to leave the 
woodlands in an undamaged condition. 
 
 Mr. Conrad uses a cable skidder, feller buncher, dozer, knuckleboom and chainsaws to harvest trees 
on private forestland.  Conrad and other employees operate a wide range of equipment and make for an 
efficient operation that works hard to harvest timber in an environmentally safe manner.  Mr. Conrad takes 
every opportunity to promote the importance of the logging industry.  He is a second-generation logger, a 
director and member of the Green River Logger’s Council, and a member of the Kentucky Forest Industries 
Association.
